Trotwood Police Department- Preparing for Winter Weather Travel

Get your vehicle tuned up and serviced by a mechanic before the chilly temperatures of winter set in to make sure your
vehicle is ready for the cold season. Make sure your headlights, brake lights, turn signals and battery are functioning properly.
Check your fuel level, and make sure your windshield washer and cooling system fluids are full. Familiarize yourself with the
features on your vehicle and how they perform in wintry conditions. Carry items in your vehicle you might need in an
emergency, including the following:

Snow shovel, broom, and ice scraper.

Abrasive material such as sand or kitty litter, in case your vehicle gets stuck in the snow.
Jumper cables, wiper fluid, flashlight, and warning devices such as flares.

Blankets, hats, and gloves for protection from the cold.

A cell phone with charger, water, food, and any necessary medicines.

Plan your travel and route, make sure to check the weather, road conditions, and traffic. Make sure each tire is filled to the
vehicle manufacturer’s recommended inflation pressure and don’t forget to check your spare tire. Don’t crowd a snow plow
or travel beside it. Snow plows travel slowly, make wide turns, stop often, overlap lanes, and exit the road frequently.
Remember, SLOW DOWN, It’s harder to control or stop your vehicle on a slick or snow-covered surfaces.
