A RESOLUTION BY THE TROTWOOD CITY COUNCIL
AUTHORIZING THE SUBMITTAL OF APPLICATIONS FOR
SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM RESURFACING
FUNDS THROUGH THE MIAMI VALLEY REGIONAL
PLANNING COMMISSION.

WHEREAS, the Miami Valley Regional Planning Commission (“MVRPC”) has
solicited local government entities to submit new transportation projects for funding
consideration in the Transportation Improvement Program (“TIP”); and

WHEREAS, the City of Trotwood (“Trotwood”) has committed to a timely
project development schedule; and

WHEREAS, Trotwood will commit the necessary resources to support the
estimated local cost portion of the projects and the following list of projects will be
submitted to MVRPC, shown in order of priority from number 1 to 2:

1. Denlinger Road (Salem Avenue north to Westbrook Road) Resurfacing —
Estimated Local Share $328,055;

2. Wolf Creek Pike (Snyder Road west to Nolan Road) Resurfacing — Estimated
Local Share $184,052;

WHEREAS, Trotwood requests the following exception from MVRPC’s
Complete Streets Policy for the proposed project funding application:

1. Wolf Creek Pike (Snyder Road west to Nolan Road) Resurfacing
(Exception 4) — Where the project consists of maintenance, repair or
resurfacing of an existing cross-section only. (All users exception)
