The City agrees that all right-of-way required for the
Project will be acquired and/or made available in
accordance with current State and Federal regulations. The
City also understands that right-of-way costs include
eligible utility costs.

The City agrees that all utility accommodation, relocation
and reimbursement will comply with the current provisions
of 23 CRF 645 and the ODOT Utilities Manual.

the right-of-way, keeping it free of obstructions; and (4)
hold said right-of-way inviolate for public highway
purposes.

SECTION V: The Trotwood City Council authorizes the City Manager to
enter into an agreement with the Director of ODOT and
take any additional action required to complete the Project.

SECTION VI: This Resolution shall take effect and be in full force from
and after the date of its passage.
