SECTIONI: The Trotwood City Council hereby determines that the
Black History Month Expression Contest for Trotwood
students is a City-sponsored contest intended to celebrate
Black History Month and serves the valid public purpose
of fostering strong community relations.

SECTION II: The Trotwood City Council hereby authorizes
expenditures not to exceed Five Hundred Dollars ($500.00)
for light refreshments and cash awards. There shall be a
total of nine (9) winners consisting of first, second and third
place prizes in each of the three (3) age categories. The
cash prizes shall be in the following amounts:

First Place (875 x 3) $225.00
Second Place ($50x3)  $150.00
Third Place ($25x3)  $ 75.00
Total Amount $450.00

City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to take
all steps necessary to sponsor this event.
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SECTION II1: This Resolution shall take effect and be in full force from
and after the date of its passage.
