ORDINANCE NO. OR24-23

AN ORDINANCE BY THE TROTWOOD CITY COUNCIL
REPEALING OLD SECTION 351.16 “FIRE LANES” OF THE
TROTWOOD CODES OF ORDINANCES AND ENACTING
NEW SECTION 351.16 “FIRE LANES” TO MODIFY AND
UPDATE REGULATIONS PERTAINING TO FIRE LANES IN
THE CITY OF TROTWOOD.

WHEREAS, Article XVIII, Section 3, of the Constitution of the State of Ohio,
grants municipalities the authority to exercise all powers of local self-government and
to enact and enforce local police, sanitary, and other regulations that are not in conflict
with the general laws of the State of Ohio; and

WHEREAS, City Council has determined that certain provisions of the
current Section 351.16 “Fire Lanes” of the Trotwood Codes of Ordinances require
revision to modify and update fire lane regulations in the City of Trotwood; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager and Fire Chief recommend that City Council
repeal current Section 351.16 “Fire Lanes” in its entirety and that anew Section 351.16
“Fire Lanes” be enacted in order to protect and promote the public health, safety, and
welfare; and

WHEREAS, City Council accepts the recommendation made by the City
Manager and Fire Chief and, therefore, will repeal and replace Section 351.16 of the
Trotwood Codes of Ordinances as set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF TROTWOOD, STATE OF OHIO:

SECTIONI: Section 351.16 “Fire Lanes” of the Trotwood Codes of
Ordinances is hereby repealed in its entirety.

SECTION II: A new Section 351.16 “Fire Lanes” is hereby enacted as
set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference, with additions in bold and

underscored and deletions in strikethrough.

SECTION III: It is hereby found and determined that all formal actions
of this Council concerning and relating to the adoption
of this Ordinance were adopted in an open meeting of
this Council, and that any and all deliberations of this
Council that resulted in such formal action were in
meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal
requirements, including but not limited to Section
121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
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SECTIONIV: This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time
allowed by law.

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Exhibit “A”

351.16 FIRE LANES.

(a) Parking or otherwise obstructing designated and marked fire lanes located in the City shall be
prohibited at all times. with-the-followinglanes-enprivate-or public-property-set-forth:

(e b) All motor vehicles obstructing fire lanes provided in this section may be impounded by a police officer

with costs of towing and storage assessed against the violator in addition to any fine imposed by the

appropriate court.

(é ¢) If the identity of the driver cannot be determined, the owner or the person in whose name the motor
vehicle is registered shall be held prima facie responsible for the violation and the towing and storage.

(ed) The fire lanes referred to above shall be posted with approved metal-signs or other approved notices
or markings that include the words “NO PARKING — FIRE LANE.” or similar words in
compliance with the Ohio Fire Code as determined by the City’s fire code official. The

(f ¢) Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, whoever violates this section is guilty of a minor

misdemeanor. If, within one vear of the offense, the offender previously has been convicted of or
pleaded guilty to one predicate motor vehicle or traffic offense, whoever violates this section is guilty
of a misdemeanor of the fourth degree. If, within one year of the offense, the offender previously has
been convicted of two or more predicate motor vehicle or traffic offenses, whoever violates this
section is guilty of a misdemeanor of the third degree.
